Camp is open Monday 

through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 6 p.m.  Kids can 

attend for a day, a week, or for the summer.   

 

HOW TO SIGN UP?  
 

ã Complete an enrollment form for each child 
that will be a Great Escape camper.  Enrollment 

forms and permission slips are also at 

www.neighborsplus.org. 

 

ã Write a check to Neighbors Plus for the en-
rollment fee of $10 per camper and your first 
weekôs payment.  This non-refundable payment 

is required to reserve space for your child. 

 

ã Read and sign the policy and permission slip, 

one per family.   No children are allowed at 
camp without signed parental consent forms. 
 

ã Mail or drop off your completed enrollment 

form, the signed policy and permission slip, the 

enrollment fee and first weekôs payment.  Camp 

days are filled on a first come, first serve basis.  

 

ã Come to the Great Escape Open House, 

Thursday, June 10, 4:30-6 p.m. to meet the staff, 

see the facility and ask questions.

WHAT HAPPENS AT CAMP?  

There are four Great Escape age groups corre-

sponding to the childôs grade for the fall 2010-11 

school year.  Speedsters is for K & 1st grade 

campers, Cruisers for 2nd & 3rd grade campers, 

Hot Rods for 4th & 5th grade campers and Su-

per Ts for 6th & 7th grade campers.  Cruisers 

and HotRods are groups of 24 campers with 

three counselors leading each group. Speedsters 

is a group of 13 and Super Ts is limited to 16 

campers daily, each staffed with two counselors.  

All groups spend at least half of the day on cam-

pus except Super Ts who are off site most of the 

day. Campers are provided a light breakfast 

snack for early arrivals, lunch, and a morning 

and afternoon snack each day.
